EARLY MEMORIALS IN CLONES ROUND TOWER GRAVEYARD; CLONES ABBEY GRAVEYARD AND ST TIERNEY’S R.C. GRAVEYARD, ROSELEA

In this issue of Clogher Record we present the headstone inscriptions from Clones (The Round Tower and Abbey Graveyards), Co. Monaghan and St. Tierney’s R.C. Graveyard, Roslea, Co. Fermanagh. The parish of Roslea was cut-off from the medieval parish of Clones, shortly before 1800 (see CR, 1983, p.227). It was around this time that the graveyard was opened in Roslea and began to be used by families who had previously buried their dead at Clones. Much has been written about the antiquities of the Clones graveyards but this is the first time that the inscriptions have been fully recorded. Maps of each burial place are added, with location numbers relating to the inscribed stones that are still extant and readable. At the head of each listing there is an Index of Inscriptions. We have retained the same abbreviations as used in past recording vis: d= ‘departed this life or died’; m= ‘in memory of’ and By= Erected by. Other comments are added in parenthesis.

Civil registration of births, marriages and deaths commenced in January 1864. However up until 1900 registration of deaths was somewhat haphazard and so the headstone inscription may be the only existing record of a death. This date then of 1900 is used as the cut-off date in our listing. There is an exception in the recording of section ‘B’ at Roslea where many clerical deaths are recorded and these are retained in full for the information of our readers. It is a pity that some old headstones have been removed from their original positions and left lying at boundary walls.

We wish to thank Miss Carmel Meehan, Innishammon, Co. Monaghan who has prepared the plans for the graveyard.

The graveyard is located around the churchyard on three sides and is divided into sections by the pathways that lead from the public road to the two doors of the church. Section A to the left; Section B between the paths-- the site of an earlier church; Section D to the right. Section C is the area behind the church. Adjoining this section is an area known as “Gunn’s Garden” and east of this a modern extension. For the reasons stated at the outset these areas fall into dates after 1900 and so are excluded. the headstones are roughly in lines, but the map will give a location number, relating to the inscription, for the reader’s guidance. NOTES AND COMMENTS

Olive McCaffrey, Roslea

St. Tierney’s R.C. Graveyard, Roslea

This graveyard was recorded and the headstones listed in the 1984 Clogher Record, pp. 433-48. The following additional headstones were discovered as a result of renovation and excavation work carried out at the Church and graveyard over the past few years.

Section A

PRUNTY. Here lieth the body of Patrick Prunty who departed this life Feb the 20 1794 aged 73 years. Erected by his son John Prunty. (This stone lies at the front wall near 33A. It was probably at grave no. 61A)

SLOEY. Erected by Charles Sloey of Feigh in memory of his father Henory (sic) Sloey who departed this life May the 1 1831 aged 54 years.(This stone had been used as a doorstep at the Vestry. Discovered during renovations to the Chapel in 1987 it now lies at the west wall between 16A and 17A.)

Note: The townland of ALTNABOCARA mentioned at 39A is now lost and forms part of Corraleek.

Section C

The following three headstones are together near 58C.

LEONARD. This stone erected by Felix and John Leonard in memory of their father James Leonard who departed this life May the 9th  1797 aged 78 years.

SMYTH. This stone was erected by Connor Smyth of Nart in memory of his daughter Mary Smyth who departed this life Sept. the 20th A.D. 1817 aged 30 yrs. 

SMYTH. This stone erected by Moses Smyth in memory of his daughter Rose Smyth dpareted May ye 13 1807 aged 22.

McKENNA. Sacred to the memory of Hugh McKenna late of Drummons who departed this life the 12 of Februrary aged 62 years A.D. 1848. (It was found buried while putting in a footpath. This stone is beside 71C).

Section D

MONDAY. This stone erected by Thomas Monday in memory of his mother Eleanor Monday departed June 20th 1801 aged 54 yrs. (This stone lies behind no. 98D)

OWENS. Erected by Hugh Owens of Dernahesco in memory of his father and mother Patrick and Ellen. On whose soul sweet Jesus have Mercy. (This stone is lying at grave 83D. Uncovered while leveling the ground.)

QUIGLEY. This stone was erected by James Quigley in memory of his fat(her) William Quigley who departed this life----the----- 1812 age-----. (this stone is in fragments and lying at the front boundary wall.)
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
