7. Society members are cataloging the records of 

La Vista cemetery and have completed 

cataloging the records of Glen Abbey 

Cemetery, which has been published in both 

book form and on CD. 

 

8. Society members are also cataloging and 

archiving Estate Papers given to the Society by 

prominent genealogists of the area to be used 

for research. 

 

9. The Society offers field trips to local 

genealogy libraries and hosts an annual picnic 

in the summer and a holiday party in December.  
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
