Sess November 20 1694

This day James Corbetson in tannacrech repaired up his consignation money, which he consyned, in order to marrage wt Agnes Buntine, now his spouse, the sess understanding that he had exceedingly transgressed the Act of the Session by the number at his wedding, doth confiscate the same for the use of the poor.

Sess April 14 1696

… the sin of fornication wt Thomas Corbetson servton to John Taylor in collarie, as also she confessed fornication, wt Robert Neizbet in Millor in the parish of Loudoun, The Session Appoints to cite the sd Thomas Corbetson to the next meeting of the Sess, and cites the sd Marion Spear apud acta to appear then also              

Sess Aug 9 1696

This day, having been cited, Thomas Corbetson and Marion Spear compeared, and confessed the guilt of fornication with other. Are each appointd to Appear on the usuall place, before the congregation the next Lords day, as also the said Marion being very unsensible of her sin, is cited apud acta to appear before the next Sess

Sess Aug 18 1696

The Qulk day Marion Spear was called, but compeared not, is appointed to be cited to the next Session

Sess Septr 6 1696

The Qulk day, being called, and compeared, Marion Spar, and is found yet very unsensible of her sin of fornication, her publick appearance is delayed, till sabb come eight days, and the Elders of the bo ends appointed to deal with her, in order to bring her to a sense of her sin, Thomas Corbetson is appointd to appear in publick next Lord day

Sess Septr 23 1696

The Qulk day the Sess being informed that Thomas Corbetson has had unbecoming carrage with Elisabeth Sare, delays his publick appearance, the same be ?ed by Session, and appoints him to be cited to the next meeting of Sess

Sess Septr 27 1696

The Qulk day, being cited, was called and compeared Thomas Corbetson, and was interrogat annent his carrage with Elisabeth Sare, confessed that he did throw down the Elisabeth among the straw in the Colarie barn, and Lay beside her alrble, but denys the guilt of uncleaness, he declares also that there was two more persons in the barn at the time, the Session thinks it necessarie to take further tryall of the same (Page 97) ...of the same, in regard that the sd Thomas is already under scandall, cites him apud acta to Appear before the next meeting of the Sess

Sess Octr 4 1696

The Qulk day being cited, was called, Thomas Corbetson did not compear, the session appoints him and the forsd Elisabeth Sare to be cited to the next sess. And they appoint to sumond both the John Taylors in collarie as witneses, and Mary Torrance, also is to be cited:  Marion Spear Appeared publickly before the congrt this day for the third time, but was no absolved, she being guilty of a relaps in fornication with Rt Nesbet R in the paroch of Lodoun, is reffered to the session there.

Sess Octr 18 1696

The Qulk day, was called, and compeared Thomas Corbetson, and Elisabeth Sare, the sd Thomas Acknouldged only wt he had confessed formerly and no more.  The sd Elisabeth confessed that she was in collarie barn wt the sd Thomas Corbetson, that he had strugled wt her, and did cast her down among the straw, and was above her, but denys any further as to act, John Taylor e(l)der being called, declared, that he saw them come out from among the straw in the sd 

barn but knows no further, then John Taylor declared the same, inomnibus, compeared Mary Torrance, declares she saw them among the straw, but knows no further.  The session finding that their carrage has offended neighbours that knowes thereoff, Appoints the sd Elisabeth to appear in the seat in the kirk, and be publickly rebuked the next Lord's day, and also appoints Thomas Corbetson to appear upon the publick place the next Lords day for his Mission ? and that in the mean time he be rebuked also for his unsuitable carrage wt Elisabeth Sare.

Sess Novr 15 1696

Elisabeth Sare appeared before the congregation according to appointment, but being very unsensible of her sin was not absolved Thomas Corbetson Made satisfaction acording to above and was absolved

"Fenwick Octr 29th 1754 After prayer Sederunt The Minister and Matthew Tod, William Cuthbertson, James Young, Robert Tannahill, John Tannahill, David Dunlop, William Wyllie & John Adam Elders.
"Fenwick Novr 9th 1760 Do

The Session constitute by prayer the Modr intimated that he served the Edict of William Dunlop William Culbertson Robert Young James Culbertson and Hugh Wallace to be added to the number of this Session

(William and James show up in the records as elders into the 1770s….)

Cuthbertsons in Kilmarnock Parish Register 
"The History of Kilmarnock, Scotland" by Archibald M'Kay, published in 1864. 

In 1547 there was an election for clerk or priest for the parish. The document recording this event listed the surnames of households and the number thereof. There was one Cuthbertsoune household.  (Kilmarnock then included what later became Fenwick in 1643.)
