He wasn't there very long before
he became sick. He wrote back home for his oldest son to come and
talke hig place and the army would let him come back home. When his
son got there he wes unconscious and the sargent told him not to sign
up until he saw whether his father would live or die. Andrew died a
few days later and was buried in the Confederate cemetery in Richmond,

12,
1929 and wasg buried at New Hope Cemetery, Bartow County, Ga. She
rarried Mack Denton who was in service with his father-in-law.

Virgil's
children were Frances, N. W., John, Edna, Irene, Ruby, and Velma.

Henry got killed in a well near Awtrey School
in Cobb County. He fell off a bucket that was being drawn by his

kids Clemon and Either.

Alvin married Myrtle Fowler and they had Jr.,Ruth, W. T., Hubert,
and a girl unknown.
