Wojciech Chmielewski-war story

English Translation

Wojciech Adalbert Chmielewski was born in Feburary 18, 1891 in Radłowko near Tuczno.

In 1912 he was called-up to serve in the Prussian army of the Great War. He served in guards of Emperor Wilhelm II - representative company. In 1914-1918 he was stationed on the Belgian and French borderland near St.Quentin. He participated in battle in Verdun. He was private (G.I.) in military unit of military supplies. He was honored with a the Iron Cross for bravery. 

When he returned to Poland in 1918 he took part in Polish - Bolshevik War of 1919-1920 too. He was again rewarded for valor by the Polish Government and was given a farm and surrounding property near Kołdrąb, (Kopiec).

He was called up to Army on August 24, 1939 (Polish Air force). He was involved in the fighting around Warsaw. He was taken prisoner in Warsaw Wola along with his son Stefan. He was released from the POW camp in September of 1939.
