To my daughters Jane Ashby and Sydney Ashby ___my ___ the beds and bedding owned by each of them shall be considered as their property and to pertain in no use? To my part of the property ____ devise.  Finally, I appoint my beloved sons John Ashby and James Ashby my executors to carry into effect that my last will ___ ____ and I further desire that the ___ do it equally ____ performance of the duties they shall have_____
