Most of you are aware of my research and writing over the last four years to bring you this look into early European settlement of West Otago. The area covered includes:

· Land districts of Glenkenich, Crookston, Greenvale and Rankleburn.
· Runs of Ardmore, Dalvey, Spylaw, Glenkenich, Greenvale, Tapanui, Moa Flat, Rankleburn, Conical Hill, Wart Hill and Merino Downs.
· Smaller properties such as the Flodden, Mainholm, Deloraine, Holmsdale, Fassifern, Burnfoot and Whisky Gully.
· Hundreds of Waikoikoi, Herriot and Crookston.
Land laws and the Deferred Payment System are discussed, as well as ploughing matches and agricultural and pastoral shows. Pastimes of the early squatters and settlers such as deer stalking and pig hunting, highlights of their lifestyles display closeness in families and establishment of the community.
