A GENEALOGIST is an inquisitive person--a persistent person who is on a quest for identity and the place his 
ancestors had in the history of this country. He is an intellectual person who chooses to invest his personal time in 
the study of records and history in order to document his family's story. Therefore, he is always learning, growing. 
and bringing factual credence to some of the old/olk tales in the famiJy.
